We want to connect with you and work with you in your local environment and community by providing you with the information, direction, advice and contacts that you need to address community-based issues. We can help with recycling and refuse removal, housing advice, neighbour issues, antisocial behaviour, safety and security at home and much more. The scheme operates in Aigburth, Kensington, Smithdown and Marybone. The Student Reps also attend local residents meetings and Your Community Matters Events, and organise community events.
